The Husky CR 7000 Corrosion Resistant Coupling 
has been engineered by Anaco to provide a heavy-
duty 316 stainless steel coupling for corrosive

clamps.
The additional sealing clamps when torqued to 80-
inch pounds, offer two salient performance related 
features. First, the overall dimensional thickness 
of the clamp and shield, in conjunction with the 
additional width of the coupling, result in a more 
uniformly rigid joint, with the load being supported 
at both the outer edge of the coupling and the 
centerline of the joint. Second, the additional sealing 
clamps yield increased surface-bearing contact 
between the coupling and the pipe or fittings, 
thereby inhibiting joint movement at higher internal 
pressures not commonly associated with a DWV 
system.
The 1.5” through 4” diameter couplings consist of 
a 3” wide corrugated 316 stainless steel shield in 
conjunction with four (4) 316 stainless steel clamps, 
secured in place by means of an affixed and “floating” 
eyelet to allow the clamp “travel” during tightening.

PURPOSE

These suggestions provide guidelines for the use 
of Anaco HUSKY® CR 7000 Coupling for joining No-
Hub pipe and fittings in accordance with accepted 
industry standards and practices. All construction 
projects involve many variables. Governing 
codes, engineering criteria, and the conventions 
of the plumbing trade necessitate that judgment 
decisions must be a combination of design 
and “on the job” considerations. The following 
suggestions for joining No-Hub pipe and fittings 
with the Anaco Husky CR 7000 coupling are not 
definitive but it is hoped that they will be helpful.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

A properly calibrated torque wrench set at 80-inch 
pounds to accommodate the 3/8” hex head screw 
should always be used when installing HUSKY® 
CR 7000 couplings. When  power tools are used to 
install HUSKY couplings they should be adjusted 
or calibrated to torque only to 80-inch pounds.

1. In order to provide a sound joint with field cut 
lengths of pipe, the ends should be cut square. 
Place the neoprene gasket on the end of one pipe 
and the stainless steel clamp assembly on the 
other end of the other pipe or fitting to be joined.

2.  Firmly seat both ends of the pipe/fittings against 
the internally molded shoulder in the center of the 
gasket.

3.  Slide the clamp assembly into position centered 
over the gasket.

4.  HUSKY CR 7000 couplings 1.5”, 2”, 3” and 4” are 
three inches wide and have four sealing bands. 
Tighten bands to 80-inch pounds in the following 
sequence. Starting on the side of the joint with the 
smaller OD (see diagram “A”) torque as follows: 2, 
1 - 2,1 - 3,4 - 3,4 - 2,1 - 3,4

5.   HUSKY CR 7000 couplings 5”-10” are four inches 
wide, 12” and 15” are 5½” wide and have six 
sealing bands. Tighten bands to 80-inch pounds in 
the following sequence. Starting on the side of the 
joint with the smaller OD (see diagram “B”) torque 
as follows: 3,21 - 3,2,1 - 4,5,6 - 4,5,6 - 2,1 - 4,5,6.

6. Typically, once the coupling is installed and 
torqued to 80-inch pounds in this torque pattern, 
this is all that is necessary. Couplings may be 
re-torqued to confirm that all bands have been 
properly torqued to 80-inch pounds, following the 
proper torque pattern. Use caution as multiple 
torquing events may result in clamp failure.

BRACING

Horizontal pipe and fittings five inches and larger 
must be suitably braced to prevent horizontal 
movement. This must be done at every branch 
opening or change of direction by the use of 
braces, blocks, rodding or other suitable method 
to prevent movement or joint separation. (Chapter 
IV, Handbook of Cast Iron Soil Pipe Institute).

INSTALLATION

1. Clean the hub and pipe or fitting end to be 
joined. They should be free of dirt, mud, gravel, 
or other foreign material.

2. Insert the gasket into the hub. When joining 
5 inches or larger pipe and fittings, apply Lubri/
Fast®  Adhesive Lubricant to the inside surface 
of the hub before inserting the gasket.

3. Lubricant the inside surfaces of the gasket and 
the outside of the spigot end to be joined using 
a brush. (Use TY–Seal® Lube for sizes 2 inches 
through 4 inches. Use Lubri/Fast®  Adhesive 
Lubricant for sizes 5 inches through 15 inches).

4. Align the pipe and/or fittings to be joined. 
Push or pull the pipe or fitting spigot into the 
hub. You will feel the    pipe or fitting “bottom 
out” at the hub. The assembly tool of your 
choice may be used.

Note: If joining a cut piece of pipe, the sharp 
edges of the pipe must be “peened” with a 
hammer or filed to remove the sharp edge. 
Failure to remove the sharp edge on cut pipe 
will make assembly difficult.

CUTTING INSTRUCTIONS

Cast Iron Soil Pipe may vary somewhat in 
toughness and resiliency. Usually, best cuts are 
made by using a twin-lever snap cutter or a ratchet 
type cutter equipped with a chain and equally 
spaced beveled cutting wheels.

Cutting Procedure:

1. Position chain around pipe so that the maximum 
number of wheels are in contact with the pipe. 
Excessive space between the first and last wheel in 
contact with the pipe is almost certain to produce 
a poor quality cut.

2. Score the pipe before the final pressure is 
applied to complete the cut. Apply only enough 
pressure to make the cutter wheel indent the pipe.

3. Release the pressure and rotate tool a few 
degrees; then apply a quick final pressure to 
complete the cut. If a piece of pipe is unusally 
tough, score the pipe several times and a good cut 
can be made. 

Note: If the cutter wheels become flattened or 
dull, it will be very difficult (if not impossible) 
to obtain a satisfactory cut. The life of the 
chain can be extended by reversing the chain 
to obtain equal use of all wheels. It is also 
important to keep the mechanical features of 
a cutter in good working order.

CAULKING INSTRUCTIONS

Note: Care should be taken to not crack the 
hub by caulking to heavily. Proper safety 
equipment and attire are required. Tyler Pipe 
does not recommend the use of lead as it has 
been found to be hazardous to health and the 
environment. 

1. Insert the spigot end of pipe or fitting into the 
hub of pipe or fitting to be joined after wiping the 
hub and spigot with a clean cloth to assure the 
hub and spigot are clean and dry.
2. Yarn the oakum into the joint using a yarning 
iron. Some oakum comes in twisted lengths and 
may need to be separated into individual strands 
before yarning. Yarn and pack the oakum tightly 
using a packing iron to a depth of one inch below 
the top of the joint. Tightly packed oakum is 
essential for a leak free joint.
Note: After packing, make sure that no oakum 
fibers are sticking up into the area the lead will 
occupy. Fibers in the lead area can cause leaks. 
3. After heating lead pot to a cherry red color, clean 
dross off the top of the lead and fill your ladle with 
clean, molten lead. Quickly pour the lead into the 
joint with one continuous pour, filling the joint 
completely.
4. After the lead has solidified, the joint must be 
caulked to “set” the lead. Using your outside 
caulking iron, place the iron against the inner edge 
of the hub and caulk the lead completely around 
the circumference of the joint. After caulking with 
the outside iron, you are ready to caulk using 
the inside iron. The inside iron should be placed 
against the pipe. Caulk the lead completely 
around its circumference. 
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
